TITLE II – PART D

The primary role of technology in education is to facilitate learning. SETDA

A common definition created by SETDA(State Education Technology Directors Association):  


Technology literacy is the ability to responsibly use appropriate technology to communicate, solve problems, and access, manage, integrate, evaluate and create information to improve learning in all subject areas and to acquire lifelong knowledge and skills in the 21st century.

As stated in Title II, PART D the law requires State Educational Agencies (SEA) and Local Educational Agencies (LEA) to assist every student in crossing the digital divide by ensuring that every student is technologically literate by the time the student finishes the eighth grade, regardless of the student’s race, ethnicity, gender, family income, geographic location, or disability.

In addition, the SEA must encourage the effective integration of technology resources and systems with teacher training and curriculum development to establish research-based instructional methods that can be widely implemented as best practices by state education agency and local educational agencies.  Finally, the SEA will describe how it will ensure ongoing integration of technology into school curricula and instructional strategies in all schools in the State, so that technology will be fully integrated into the curricula and instruction of the schools by December 31, 2006.


Recommendation:  As a part of the Consolidated Application, this allows states to measure their progress toward the statutory requirements of Title II,    PART D. It will be up to districts to determine how they will both demonstrate progress toward meeting these statutory requirements and how they will evaluate this progress based on this definition.  It will also be evaluated in your district’s Quality Review.
