	Internet Safety Policy


Internet Safety Policy: The Children’s Internet Protection Act (CIPA) was recently updated and requires LEAs that receive e-rate funding comply with the revised regulations. All LEAs in Delaware receive e-rate funding so all LEAs need to comply with the revised regulations. 

The revised regulations require that LEAs adopt and teach an Internet safety curriculum to students and update their board-approved Internet Safety Policy to reflect the adoption of that curriculum. The curriculum must include the following topic areas: 

1. Safety on the Internet

2. Appropriate behavior while on online, on social networking Web sites, and in chat rooms; and

3. Cyberbullying awareness and response.

Information on a State-funded Internet safety curriculum, iSAFE, can be found at http://www.dcet.k12.de.us/instructional/internetsafety/index.shtml. LEAs may elect to use this curriculum or select one that they prefer.
LEAs are required to submit a copy of their revised Internet Safety Policy to Wendy Modzelewski (wmodzelewski@doe.k12.de.us) at the DCET/DDOE no later than June 15, 2012. 
Since DTI files e-rate applications on behalf of all LEAs, they need to certify on the application that the LEA is in compliance with CIPA and the revised regulation concerning the Internet Safety Policy. After review and verification of the revised Internet Safety Policy, DCET/DDOE will inform DTI that the LEA’s policy is in compliance so that DTI can certify compliance on the e-rate application.
